Braden River High School Athletic Booster Club, Inc.
By-Laws

I.   
Membership 

a. 
Membership is available to all parents of Braden River High School athletes, and all other persons interested in the athletic programs at Braden River High School regardless of race, color, sex, age, creed or national or ethnic origin. 

II.   
Purpose

a. This organization is formed and shall exist for the primary purpose of promoting to a high degree of community and parent interest, support, and 

sponsorship of the Braden River High School (hereinafter referred to as BRHS) Athletic programs. The purpose of this organization shall also be to lend moral, physical, and financial support to all athletic programs and athletic events of Braden River High School. 

Article I. 
Meetings 
I. Regular meetings shall normally be held on the  third Monday of the month, unless a schedule conflict requires rescheduling. A quorum must be present to conduct business. A quorum shall be at least one-half of the Board of Directors.
II. The President may call a special meeting at any time, providing the nature of the called meeting is urgent and sufficient advance notice of the meeting is given.
III. The Executive Committee may meet to take such action or make such decisions of an emergency nature when there is insufficient time to call a special meeting or wait until the next regular meeting. That meeting may take place in person, by telephone or a series of telephone calls, or via electronic means. Such a decision or action shall be by a majority vote of the officers available, and shall be limited to matters that result in the obligation of funds of the club in an amount not to exceed $700. The membership shall be informed of such meetings and any action taken at the next regularly scheduled meeting.
IV. Voting by proxy is not permitted for any member, and only Booster Club Members whose annual dues have been paid can vote on Booster Club business.
Article II.
Election of Officers and Appointments 
I. The annual election of officers and new Board Members shall be held no later than the first Monday in June for the following school term.  There shall be only one recognized elections for officers and new Board Members annually.
The following positions, herein known as the Executive Committee, shall be elected for a one (1) year term: President; 1st Vice-President; 2nd Vice President; Recording Secretary; and Treasurer who shall be elected for a two (2) year term. 
a. 
The Principal and Athletic Director of Braden River High School shall be officers of the Braden River High School Athletic Booster Club. 
b. 
The President, 1st Vice-President, 2nd Vice President, Recording Secretary, and Treasurer shall be known as the Executive Committee. 
c.      The Principal, Athletic Director, Executive Officers and Elected Board Members shall be known as the Board.  Newly elected Board Members shall serve a maximum two (2) year term to coincide with the normal Booster year.  Exceptions to this rule may only be approved by the Athletic Director.    The maximum newly elected Board Members elected on a yearly basis shall not exceed thirteen (13).
                        d.  
The privilege of holding office shall be limited to members of the
                                    organization whose dues are paid and who have been members of
                                    the organization for at least thirty (30) days prior to 
                                    nomination.
II. 
The President shall appoint chairpersons for the appropriate committees which are necessary to conduct the affairs of the Braden River High School Athletic Booster Club as well as Team Liaisons.
III. 
At least one month prior to the annual election, at a regular meeting, a committee to nominate members for the above offices for the following school year shall be formed. 

IV.      
The elected officers shall take office on the first day of July after the election.
V.       When an Officer, Committee Chairperson, or other appointed member fails to attend Three (3) consecutive regularly scheduled meetings without adequate excuse, or when an officer fails to perform the prescribed duties of the office, the Board may declare the office vacant by a Two-Thirds (2/3) vote of those present at any duty constituting a Board meeting. 


VI.
Unless so directed by the Principal and/or Athletic Director:  At no time should the Booster Club or any member of the Board or Club make recommendations or become involved with the day-to-day operations of any of the school’s athletic programs.  At no time will the Booster Club or any member of the Board or Club engage in any activity which will influence athletic policy, training methods, eligibility requirements, the management of athletic personnel, or other practices of the Braden River High School Athletic Department or Braden River High School Administration.
VII.   
The Board of Directors consisting of the Executive Committee and Elected Board, by a Two-Thirds (2/3) vote of those present by virtue of a quorum, shall have the authority to recommend discipline, suspend, or terminate membership of any Officer or Member, when the conduct of such person is considered detrimental to the best interests and objectives of the Boosters.  Once this recommendation passes by Two-Thirds (2/3) vote, the Executive Committee shall recommend to the Athletic Director that a special meeting take place to formally notify the Officer or Member  of the general nature of the charges and given an opportunity to appear at the meeting to answer such charges.  Only the Athletic Director or Principal shall Chair this meeting, and only the Chair shall have the authority to formally render a formal decision to discipline said Officer or Member or overrule the Board of Director recommendation.  Only the Athletic Director or Principal shall determine any discipline, suspension or termination of Booster Officership or Membership.    
Article III 
Duties of Officers, Directors, and Chairmen  

I. 
President 
a. 
The First President-Elect of the BRHS Athletic Booster Club shall serve a term of two years. Subsequent presidents shall serve a term of one year. 
                        b. 
Duties shall be to preside over regular meetings, to make whatever 

            appointments necessary in the interest of Braden River High
                        School Athletic Booster Club affairs, and to cast the deciding vote
                        in case of a tie. 


II. 
Vice-President 

a.    
The First Vice-President-Elect of the BRHS Athletic Booster Club                       shall succeed the First President-Elect at the end of the second year                       of the President's term. Subsequent Vice-Presidents shall not                       automatically succeed the concurrent President at the end of the one year term. 
b.      Subsequent Administrations will have 1st and 2nd Vice Presidents who duties will be to oversee the various committees.  The 1st Vice President will oversee the Sponsorship, Membership, Signs & Banners, and Programs Committees.  The 2nd Vice President will oversee the Apparel, Concession, Special Events, Fund Raisers, Gate, and all other committees.  The 1st and 2nd Vice Presidents will act as the Chairperson of their respective committees if one has not been appointed.  
c.      The duties of both Vice Presidents shall be to assist the President           whenever possible, assume the duties of the President in his/her           absence, and become President in case of the President leaving           office permanently other than the natural end of the elected term           with the succession being the 1st Vice President and then the 2nd                Vice President.  Although the 2nd Vice President can take over as           President should the 1st Vice President be unable to do so.  
III. 
Recording Secretary 

Duties shall be to keep accurate minutes of all meetings, compose all necessary correspondence, keep a register of members and their                        eligibility to vote, and keep all records not specifically assigned to                        other officers.   Duties also shall include timely completion of minutes for appropriate Board Member review no later than 10 days prior to the regularly scheduled monthly meetings. 

IV. 
Treasurer 
              
Duties shall include keeping accurate records of receipts and disbursements, and presenting a full report of same at each meeting. The Treasurer shall hold open the books for inspection by the Athletic Booster Club or committee appointed to inspect same. He/She shall keep Athletic Booster Club funds in a local recognized financial institution. He/She shall provide change for all functions the Athletic Booster Club participates in.

             Duties include providing advice to the President and Board as
                         needed.  The position is a non-voting advisory position. This
                         officer may also hold another position on the board.
Article IV

Article V 
By-Laws 

I. 
These By-laws shall not be amended, suspended, or changed without a 

            quorum present after thirty days (30) of published notice of such intent.
II.   
These By-Laws may be altered, amended, or repealed and new By-Laws may be adopted by a Two-Thirds (2/3) vote of the members present at any recognized Board of Directors meeting or any special meeting of which a quorum is present.  See Article I, Item I for definition of a quorum.  The text of the proposed amendment or change in the By-Laws shall be emailed and published on the club web site for at least 30 days prior to the meeting at which said By-Laws change shall be considered.

 known as the Athletic Booster Club, are directed, in case of dissolution of
             the organization, to assign all assets of the organization to the Athletic
             Department of the same school, to be administered as needed in the
              athletic programs.

The Braden River High School Athletic Booster Club is a non-profit 

            organization. Any funds received by the organization for carrying out its 

            purpose shall not accrue to the benefit of the individual members.

Article X 
Obligation of Funds/Decisions of Club 

I.  
All obligations of the Athletic Booster Club and decisions pertaining to                        the operation and function of the Braden River High School Athletic                        Booster Club must be presented at an official meeting of the Athletic                        Booster Club in the form of a motion and carried by a majority vote of the                        Board present, unless of an emergency nature and approved pursuant to Article I, Section III.
II. All projects that require financial obligation of the Booster Club will be under the sole direction of the Athletic Director who shall have final determination over the use of Athletic Booster funds.
III. Prior to the start of each school year, the Athletic Director shall provide the Athletic Booster Club with  the projected funding needs for the upcoming school year.  The Athletic Director may present additional requests during the course of the school year on an ‘as needed’ basis.

IV. The Athletic Boosters Club will provide senior scholar athletic scholarships to at least one male and one female athlete each school year. The following criteria will be used in selecting the scholarship recipient:
 
1. 
The athlete must have represented a Braden River High School sport;

2. 
The athlete must submit an application as well as two letters of recommendations from a BRHS coach, teacher, or administrator and one from a member of the community not affiliated with BRHS;

3.
A selection committee, appointed by the Scholarship Chairperson, will select   from the applications submitted;  
4. 
Parents of the nominee(s) cannot serve on the selection committee by December 31st of the academic application year;
5. 
The parent/guardian of the athlete must be a member of the BRHSAB; 
6. 
The number of and amount of each scholarship awarded will be                          determined annually and based on booster corporate sponsorships                          obtained.

            shall be the Florida High School Athletic Association By-Laws. 

Part V 
Narrative Description of Your Activities 

The Braden River High School Athletic Booster Club exists solely for the support of the student-athletes of Braden River High School. We endeavor to provide moral, emotional, physical, and financial support for the athletic programs in which the students participate. Therefore, our activities include but are not limited to following: 

1. We will provide support to the Braden River High School employees at the gates of all athletic events, collecting tickets and providing crowd control. 

2. We will assist athletic programs financially by providing monetary assistance for away games, training camps, uniforms not provided by the school, and any other program which the Athletic Director deems necessary.  
3. We will conduct various fundraising efforts throughout the year, including during the summer to enable our organization to financially assist athletic programs. 
4. We will help with parking, concession sales, and other "man-power" needs at all athletic events. 

5. We will sponsor end-of-season banquets for awards and accolades. 

6. We will sponsor at least one MAJOR event to raise funds.  
7. We will coordinate community business sponsorships. 

8. We will support the school community by working closely with all Braden River High School organizations.  
9. We will hold events to encourage a sense of family and community at Braden River High School, including barbeques and other similar get-togethers. 

The above is not an exhaustive list of our activities. We intend on helping and supporting the athletic programs at Braden River High School to the best of our abilities, and planning and participating in those activities necessary to provide our student-athletes with the most positive experience in high school as possible.
